The Newton Art Association is an organization of about 200 artists and supporters, who 
represent diverse branches of the visual arts. Founded in 1949, the NAA includes residents of 
Newton as well as nearby cities. Members exchange ideas, learn techniques at monthly 
demonstrations, and exhibit in the Greater Boston area.   

Each year the association grants scholarships to two or more college-bound high school 
seniors from Newton; $3,000 in prize money is divided among the winners. You can apply if 
you meet these criteria: 

 You live or go to high school in Newton.  

 Your work is 2-D or 3-D such as printmaking, drawing, photography, painting, digital art, 
mixed media, metal work, ceramics, or glass.  Unfortunately, video and film are not eligible.  

 

Application process 

1. Go to the NAA Scholarships page: http://newtonartassociation.com/scholarships/ 
2. Complete the online application that includes contact information, artist’s statement 

[250-500 words], and an inventory sheet. 
3. Prepare jpgs of eight pieces of your art work this way: Label each file with your NAME 

followed by the NUMBER (#1-8). Example: JoanSmith-1.  File dimensions must be at 
least 1900 pixels on the longest side and file resolution needs to be 72ppi/dpi or 
higher. Images cannot be larger than 5 MB.  Upload the eight images to the application. 

Complete submissions must be received by midnight on Saturday, April 8, 2017.
